How Czech Radio is financed :

Czech Radio is financed in a mixed way according to law no. 252 from 8. 12. 1994 on radio and

television license fees. Around 83% of Czech Radio’s total income comes from radio ﬁcense fees.
The remainder comes from commercial activities (selling advertising time, renting free technical

capacity, publishing, selling the rights to sound recordings in the archive, etc.).

Czech Radio’s employees :
On 31. 12. 2002 Czech Radio had 1,434 employees, of whom 969 work in Prague and 465 in our
regional studios. :

Commercial Activities :

Czech Radio is allowed by law to engage in certain commercial activities, which serve to
supplement the organisation’s finances to an extent of 10 — 18% of the total budget. Following an
amendment to the Czech Republic’s laws the importance of commercial activities is decreasing,
particularly in the area of radio diditeg. :

Advertising and Sponsorship :

The sale of radio advertisements and sponsorship remain our ntast coponercial activity.

The amount of advertising is limited by the amount of tirtisirgheallowed (a maximum:of

three minutes daily on nation-wide stations and a maximum of five minutes a day on regional
stations). With the exception of news and current affairs programmes all of Czech Radio’s
programmes and events can be sponsored. The agency ARBOmedia handles advertising on Czech
Radio’s nation-wide stations, while other commercial activities are taken care of by Czech Radio’s
expert divisions. :
